‘Mr. Lal, Ladies, Gentlemen and Old Boys,

To-day is the 13th Anniversary of Welham Preparatory
School Founder’s Day. I am very glad that Mr. Lal, Superin-
tendent of the Doon consented to preside and I thank him very
much for sparing the time to do so. I may say that I look to
all the Officials of Dehra Dun to give a helping hand in various
ways for the benefit of this national work. We are educating
boys whose destiny should be the future leadership of their
country. This is to be expected because the chief function of
Welham Preparatory School is to prepare boys for the Doon
School. I feel sure it will interest you to know that up to June
this year, we have passed on 170 boys to the Doon School. I
think that our Old Boys are proud of being ‘“Welhamites” a
name they themselves have coined. This year we have admit-’
ted 40 boys, an equal number both terms. Our roll is the
same as a year ago—133, this number being the limit of our
accommodation. Our Waiting List is a very long one. In the
selection for the limited number of places, preference is given to
our boys’ brothers and to boys assured of entrance to the Doon
School at the proper joining age of eleven years.

The constitution of our classes remains the same; 3 in
Upper, 2 in Middle and 5 in Lower School.

Before proceeding further in this Report, I have much
pleasure in acknowledging the excellent team-work there has
been amongst all Members of the Staff and I offer my grateful
thanks for their devoted and unsparing service to Welham
Preparatory School. A large share of this goes to Sister whose
work in the School Hospital is continuous and exacting. Dr.
Hoon's respounsibility in the School’s welfare is appreciated by
the boys and their parents as well as by myself. .
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Nowadays, the housing problem is a commen complaint
and in this School it is no less acute. For over a year, our
Teaching Staff have unselfishly endured the discomfort of make-
shift accommodation. In August, 1948, the Staff Bungalow
was lent to our chief landlord and I am still hopefully awaiting
possession of the substitute house requisitioned by the D.M. in
September, 1948.

For a school of this kind, it is a great benefit not to have
changes in the Staff, and in this way we have been most fortu-
nate. Recently, we welcomed Miss Madhavi, who joined from
South India replacing Mrs. Perkins who has left to rqom her
family in England.

The School’s various activities—cricket, football, hockey,
athletics—continue with great zest and recently our Olympic
Team, after trying six years in succession, succeeded in bringing
back the Trophy for the under 1l-years. The two School
Companies—Ganges and Jumna—vie with each other in friend-
ly rivalry for the various events. Jumna still manages to keep
a good deal ahead. A Swimming Inter-Company Trophy has
been presented by Mr. Mack Chaytor but so far has not been
competed for. The reason for this was quarantine both terms
preventing our boys using the Doon School Swimming Bath
which during the season the Headmaster always places at our
disposal.

On last year’s Founder’s Day, I made an appeal for the *
School Endowment and Building Funds. In response to this,
I received only one donation—a sum of Rs. 500/- generously
given by Rani Madhavi Devi of Jasdan. This brings the
Savings Bank Building Fund up to over Rs. 5,500/-. At that
time, the Rani Sahiba’s son joined the Doon School from
Welham. A year ago, I also made reference to my request for'
a grant of land from Government. In this connection, last.
January I paid a visit to the latc Mrs. Sarojini Naidu, at that
time Governor of the United Provinces and she sent me on
with her personal letter to Dr. Tara Chand, Secretary Educa-
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‘tion, ' Central Government. ' Dr. :Tara 'Chand gave me ep.
courigement in my petition. However, because of the condi-
tions laid down, T ‘decided that the time had not yet come for
" doing this transfer' and resolved that as longas I am at the helm
it is beuer for me to continue the administration with a free

; ite recently, the present Governor of the U. P., H E.
' Sir Homi Modi, honoured me with a talk showing his interest
“in Welham Preparatory School and the problems engaging my
‘attention. The problems of the moment are not new. They
are the same that have faced me throughout the life of the
School. And when the solution comes, it will be the settlement
of the whole institution entirely on its own premises and estate.
This is my ardent desire.

Towards the goal just mentioned, I have a good announce-

* ment to make and this is the purchase of the School Games-

field. This is an important acquisition and was made possible

through the help of friends and the payment arranged by means
of temporary loans.

During the year, thanks to Mr. Martyn, Headmaster of
the Doon School, we have had some important visitors. In
April, 13 members of the Indian Public Schools Conference
came; they represented the Scindia School, Gwalior; Daly
College, Indore; Rajkumar College, Raipur; Sardul Public
School, Bikaner; Shri Shivaji School, Poona; Mayo College,
Ajmer; Yadavindra Public School, Patiala; Modern School,
Delhi; Aitchison College, Lahore; Birla Vidya Mandir, Naini
Tal; , Delhi Public School and the Doon School. In May, Mr.
Martyn brought thé following members of the Doon School
Board of Governors:—Sir John Matthai, Mr. D. R.Das,Mr
K. P. S. Mcnon and Mr. S. A. Lal.

Founder’s Day, 1949, Address given by Mr. B. B. Lal, LCS,,
Supmntendent of the Doon.

Miss Oliphant, Ladies and Gentlemen, and my young friends,

It would have been a pleasure for me today to have parti-
cipated in this happy anniversary of the Founder’s Day if I had
not been asked to make a speech and if this had not been the
18th anniversary. Asif to add to my discomfiture the report
mentioned that the School has been visited by 13 important
persons during the year. I hope, therefore, to be excused if I
appear to be ill at ease and if what I am going to say turns out
to be a confused mass of ideas. I am, however, conscious even
in my present disturbed state of mind of the honour which Miss
Oliphant had done me in asking me to preside at today’s
function and to deliver the address and I am extremely grateful
to her for her kindness.

Some words of advice to the boys are customary at such
occasions. I have only two points to make: firstly, I would
like to say to my young friends that they should always keep
smiling. Whatever happens, let not any event depress you. All
things in the world have two sides to them—a darker side and
a brighter side. As the old saying goes, every cloud has a silver
lining. Look always to the brighter side of things—to the silver
lining of each cloud—and, keep smiling. It is a great thing to
go through life without ever allowing anything to weigh on
your mind and taking things casy as they come. If you adopt
such a mental attitude to things and events right from this age,
it will stand you in good stead later on when you leave your
Schools and Colleges and embark.on a carcer in life. By that

- My, second point,is ;hat you should spg_pd as much of your
time out of doors as possible. I do not say that you should not
g0 to your class rooms br that you should not study when it is
time to study, but apart from that the more you stay out of
doors, the better.it will be for you. It does not matter so much
what you do out of doors-——you may be playing games, or swim-
ming in the Doon School Swimming Pool, or merely strolling
about in the school compound, but the more you remain out of
doors the healthier and sturdier you will grow and you will al-
ways be fresh for any task. In particular you will perhaps find
a study of nature of engrossing interest—watch the various types
of insects and plants and everything about them and when you
go home see if you find similar things in that vicinity. See
how in the cold season and in the colder climates the dew is
frozen into a thousand beautiful needles as it drips from the
leaves. See all the various phenomena of nature at her best
and learn to appreciate nature that way. To repeat, you may
do what you like but spend as much of your time as possible
out of doors and always keep smiling.

I now revert to some points mentioned by Miss Oliphant in
her report. The Welham Preparatory School is fulfilling a real
demand in the educational field and this is reflected by the long
waiting list to which Miss Oliphant has made a reference in her
report. Such schools we need in greater number and I am sure
all local officers will always be happy to lend a helping hand,
as far as their powers go, to institutions like this. However,
times are difficult and we have all to leave a number of our
wants and desires unfulfilled. When Miss Oliphant was refer-
ring to the common complaint of the time, I thought she was
going to say something about the sugar shortage from which we
are suffering at the moment. The reference, however, was to
the shortage of actommodation for the Schoel Staff. I fully
appreciate the difficulties. which members of the staff would be
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experiencing on that account but our task in allotting accom-
modation has been made difficult by the rapid increase in the
population of the town during the last four or five years with
which new constructions have not kept pace. Nor do house
owners and tenants vacating accommodation occupied by them,
help in the task. Also allotment and requisition proceedings
are sometimes likely to take particularly long when these are
hotly contested. In case of the requisition proceedings for the
School to which Miss Oliphant has referred it has already
taken over a year for the proceedings to be completed, but I
would like to say that my own responsibility in the matter is
confined to the last three months only. And, if it gives any
consolation to members of the School Staff who are hard press-
ed for accommodation, I would like to tell them that I have
been looking for a house for myself ever since I came here and
have found none so far. If any of them can tell me of a decent
house in a respectable locality, carrying a moderate rent, which
may be vacant, I would feel deeply grateful. However, as I
said, whatever difficulties come our way, let us always keep
